Fortunately it was the last Friday of the month and I went to Jack in the Box to share my troubles with my buddies. When I told Wil 

(the wise one) what I thought my options were, he gave me the best piece of advice Iõd had since the wreck (as usual).   

òWhy donõt you call Tom Cameron?ó, he said.  

So I did, and from that moment on I never had a fear of anything concerning my Chevelle. Not that it was all wine and roses but I

My good friend Gary Ruleford had many of the parts we needed 

left over from another project and that helped tremendously. The one part that held Tom up was a NOS steel cowl-induction hood, 

he was able to salvage the moving parts from my old hood but most catalog places have fiberglass hoods. This took us to mid-

September but I told him I would rather have it done right than quick. 

Things started moving after that and by the end of October all body work and the base paint was done. About the paint, Tom insisted 

we use stock Cranberry red, and Iõm glad he did. The color looks great and Tom went that extra mile, filling and straightening little 

problems around the car (you could see welds from an earlier repair). We went with two stage paint and I love it. 

The big hold up came on the top, everything else was basically done but Iõd asked him to have the top replaced as part of the pro-

ject. The guy he uses was unavailable so he did the top himself, what a nightmare! After plowing through all of the bent and missing 

parts he persevered. Now my top looks great even when itõs up! 

Anyway by the end of January I got my baby back! Tom did a great job and Iõm happy as a clam. When the weather warms up I can 

take it out for its first scratch!
